Dear Parents’ and Caregivers’,

Here we are again at the start of another exciting year with Voice dance – What does the Lord have in store for us this year?

Last year passed very quickly and we accomplished so much.  Our senior team performed “Lifesongs” a couple of times, our juniors performed “Exodus” and our seniors wrote their own script for “Rumours of Angels” and performed 15 shows in 19 days!!

For the first time ever and with tremendous organisation from Rosanne Barker and help from some dedicated mums our juniors took their production out of Auckland and we performed “Exodus” in Katikati.  I personally saw such growth in our juniors as they practiced and prepared for this production and they always looked as if they were enjoying it.  Their performances were wonderful.

Our juniors also performed “Light a Candle” as a curtain raiser  before the senior performance of “Rumours of Angels”  at Ranui Baptist church.   Laura Ha and Elise Ellis taught this dance and it was beautifully presented.  Well done everyone.  Laura has stopped teaching with us for a time as she is pregnant with her second child but we are hoping to entice her back when she feels ready to teach again.  Elise who had been teaching with the team for a couple of years has moved to Whangerei with her family.  She is very happily settled there but we will really miss her.

Our senior team took “Rumours of angels” to TeAwamutu, Katikati, Hamilton,Remuera and Whangerei and they performed 5 school shows.  They really worked hard - often with 2 or 3 performances on the same day and close together so it was quick set ups and even quicker pack downs.  Well done team you were awesome.  We had some occasional downtime when we managed to go to the beach and share a meal in a restaurant but mostly it was jolly hard work and we were very very tired at the end of the tour.  We are still receiving emails from people saying how much they loved this production -  well done script writers and dancers.  And an extra special well done for Quentin and Laura who took baby Jodie to every performance, often staying overnight with the team , sleeping on church floors.  That takes a bit of guts and stamina – well done you two (three!)

We have been praying for more boys to join Voice Dance and at present I have 11 boys registering for this year aged 6 – 14 years – how exciting. Thankyou Lord.  Lets pray for 20!  The boys programme for the next few years will consist of ballroom/latin american dancing, ceroc dance , gymnastics, contemporary dance, drama and a little bit of flag dancing. 

We have about 10 new students starting this term and there may be a little bit of juggling around of classes for the first three weeks till I’m satisfied everyone is placed in the correct class for their ability.

Our boys are starting their ceroc class straight away with 4 of our senior team teaching them in the back hall.  I have chosen some girls to be their partners but I must warn all the girls that they may be changed to a regular girls class in the first few weeks if I feel that is more suitable for them. Ceroc doesn’t suit everyone and some people just don’t enjoy learning it, but most love it.

The green and aqua groups are having a half hour class of drama with Rosanne and a half hour of basic dance skill/gymnastics with Eileen.  Melz is continuing to teach the Orange group foundational skills and some jazz/hip hop dance and Gina Maree will teach the yellow group basic skills and a short dance.
